Lahore (PR): “A vigorous and nonviolent popular mass movement is indispensable
to mould Pakistan into a genuine Islamic Welfare State.”

This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem e Islami, Hafiz_Aakif Saeed, during the Khitab e
Jumu’ah at Qur'an Academy, Model Town, Lahore. The Ameer remarked that the example of Islam
and Pakistan was like hand in glove. The dream of having a fortified and secure Pakistan without
the Implementation of Islam was nothing short than self-delusion, he added. He noted that the
ultimate destination of Tanzeem-e-Islami is to establish such a system of governance that was
witnessed during the time of the Khilafat-e-Rashidah (The Righteous Caliphate). However, it is our
considered opinion that during the “interim period”, i.e., until Pakistan becomes a genuine Islamic
Welfare State, the democratic form of government is relatively better than all other alternatives. The
Ameer emphasized that Tanzeem-e-Islami had always opposed martial law and other forms of
dictatorship. Having said that, the Ameer noted, that it was a truth, backed by a plethora of historical
evidence, that Systems based on oppression (such as the prevalent one) can never be abolished
through “democracy” and the “power of vote”. In fact, he remarked, the study of history makes it
clear that even “democracy” as a system of governance was established through a revolution!
Therefore, the Ameer emphasized, that since its inception, Tanzeem-e-Islami had categorically
declared that its role in the prevalent system of electoral politics would be limited to intellectual
critique and opinion sharing only, and that neither would the organization ever practically take part
in the prevalent form of electoral politics nor would it allow any of its rufaga (members) to become
part of the electoral process. Tanzeem-e-Islami has clear instructions prohibiting its members from:

1) Voting for any such political party that has included even a single clause in its manifesto that
violates the principles of Islam,

2) Voting for any such electoral candidate who is involved in acts considered as sins, depravities
and manifest wrongdoings in Islam.

The members of Tanzeem-e-Islami are free to vote for candidates that do not fall under the two
categories of prohibition mentioned above, the Ameer clarified further. Both the founder of
Tanzeem-e-Islami late Dr Israr Ahmad (RAA) and the current Ameer of the organization Hafiz Aakif
Saeed have constantly been stating these two conditions at every forum without fail and this policy
of Tanzeem-e-Islami has never changed by even a speck. Moreover, this official policy of Tanzeem-
e-Islami has been openly conveyed to every person who has come to visit and meet them, including
electoral candidates, be it in the past or the present. The Ameer remarked that if any political party
or electoral candidate had misunderstood or construed this policy of Tanzeem-e-Islami as being
synonymous to “backing or support” of their electoral campaign, then it was a mistaken belief on
their own part and nothing more. Period. The Ameer categorically stated that it should to be plain
and clear to everyone that Tanzeem-e-Islami would neither back nor support any particular political
party or electoral candidate in an exclusive form or manner. He concluded by reiterating that the
members of Tanzeem-e-Islami are generally free to vote for any political party or electoral candidate
that meets the aforementioned two preconditions, as part of the organization’s official policy.
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
