This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem e Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement. The Ameer
remarked that although Pakistan can never become a genuinely independent and sovereign welfare
state without molding itself into a true reflection of the Islamic State of Madinah (“Riyasat-e-
Madinah”), yet the participation of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia (KSA) in CPEC as a partner and the
bailout package given by KSA to Pakistan are good omens, notwithstanding.

While commenting, with grave concern, on the rumors regarding the preparation and tabling in the
Senate of a bill to amend the laws pertaining to blasphemy (“Toheen-e-Risaalat”), the Ameer stated
that if there was any truth in the news then the action would prove to be catastrophic for the God-
Gifted Islamic Republic (of Pakistan).
