This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement. The Ameer
noted that the statement made by the parliamentarian Dr Ramesh Kumar was very true that in the
God-gifted State of Pakistan, Muslims used the shoulder of non-Muslims to shoot their own gun in
order to get access to alcohol for consumption, although the use of alcohol was neither lawful nor
permitted in any religion. The Ameer lamented that it was unfortunate that both the treasury and the
opposition benches of the lower house had unanimously opposed tabling of the said bill directed at
the prohibition of alcohol.
