Lahore (PR): “India wants to sabotage the indigenous movement for freedom in
Occupied Kashmir by perpetrating false-flag events such as the Pulwama attack.”

This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz_Aakif Saeed, during the Khitab-e-
Jumu’ah at Qur'an Academy, Model Town, Lahore. While expressing his views on the car bomb
attack on a convoy of the Indian Central Reserve Police Force (CRPF) in Occupied Kashmir, the
Ameer said that all those who keenly follow regional and international developments know well that
the geo-strategic importance of India is significantly diminishing in our region, while that of Pakistan
is steadily increasing. He noted that a phase of negotiations between the U.S. and Afghan Taliban
has been organized to take place in Pakistan on 18 February. After the visit of the crown price of
U.A.E. a few days ago, the crown prince of Saudi Arabia is scheduled to visit Pakistan from
tomorrow, the Ameer added. Agreements between Pakistan and China, including CPEC, are being
implemented and making swift progress. Even Russia is signing agreements with Pakistan in the
field of defence and for cooperation in other areas of mutual interest, the Ameer remarked.
Moreover, the Ameer observed, that one must not forget that the electoral position of the present
ruling party in India, BJP, is extremely weak and at an all-time low heading into the 2019 elections.
The Ameer noted that all these dots point to the fact that the Indian government wants to play the
‘victim card’, once again, in order to succeed in the general elections, as well as to regain some
measure of the geo-strategic importance lost in the region. The Ameer lamented that had Pakistan
become an Islamic Welfare State in genuine terms, India would never have dared to oppress and
assault the people of Occupied Kashmir or blame Pakistan for false-flag attacks such as the one in
Pulwama.

The Ameer remarked that the visit of the crown prince of Saudi Arabia, Mohammad bin Salman, to
Pakistan not only makes evident the brotherly ties between the two countries, but also proves the
growing cooperation and coordination between the two brotherly Muslim countries. The Ameer
concluded by asserting that the need of the hour is for the 58 Muslim countries on the face of the
earth to combine on a single platform, rid themselves of the ills of blindly chasing worldly gains and
luxurious lifestyles and acquire the form of a ‘Unified Muslim Ummah’, so that the enemies of Islam
could be given a befitting response for their evil designs against the Islamic World.
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
