Lahore (PR): “India is hell-bent on escalating its ‘water-war’ against Pakistan.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement. The Ameer
noted that India was threatening to stop the flow of water to Pakistan, despite the Indus Waters
Treaty being in place and binding on both countries. He added that these threats could be
dangerous for Pakistan because our former rulers (Civilian and Military alike) had committed
treachery against our nation by not constructing dams in the country, thus failing to address the
water crisis in Pakistan. The Ameer also remarked that the present PM of India, Narendra Modi, is
the embodiment of bigotry, prejudice and narrow-mindedness, and because of that behavior the
minorities in India, especially the Muslims, were being brutally oppressed. In the aftermath of the
Pulwama incident, the Ameer lamented, the houses of Kashmiris living in India are being burnt to
the ground and the Kashmiri students studying in various educational institutions of India are
extremely unsafe and in great peril.

The Ameer said that although the warnings given by India of waging a full-scale war against
Pakistan appeared to be nothing more than empty threats, yet the armed forces of Pakistan ought
to remain on high alert. It would be a grave mistake on our part to assume that Pakistan is invincible
because of being a nuclear power, he added. When the former Soviet Union was defeated and it
eventually disintegrated, the Ameer remarked, it was the second largest nuclear power in the world.
He noted that although we ought to make all possible preparations to defend the country against
Indian aggression, but it must be understood that unless we are provided help and support by Allah
(SWT), we would not be able to defeat the enemies of Islam and Pakistan. The Ameer further said
that in order to be eligible for the help and support of Allah (SWT), we ought to totally and
unconditionally submit to the Will of Allah (SWT) and the dictates of His Messenger (SAAW), as a
nation. If Pakistan becomes such a state in which the Qur'an and the Sunnah are declared as
having complete supremacy in genuine terms, and the Islamic System of Collective Welfare and
Justice is established in its totality, then even the entire world put together, let alone India, cannot
cause us any harm.

Therefore, the Ameer concluded by remarking, that in addition to taking all possible measures for
defending our homeland, the real work that is required is for us to demonstrate practical loyalty to
Allah (SWT) and His Messenger (SAAW), and fulfil the promise made during the Pakistan Movement
that “Pakistan would be a genuine Islamic Welfare State”.
