Floods have wreaked havoc in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, Pakistan. The government,
state institutions, welfare organizations, religious parties, and the public must step
forward wholeheartedly to assist the victims.

Lahore (PR): This was stated by Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, who expressed deep
sorrow and grief over this natural calamity. He said that due to Thursday’s torrential rains in Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa, destructive floods and landslides devastated several areas including Buner, Bajaur,
Battagram, and Swat. Heavy rains and floodwaters also badly affected some parts of Azad Kashmir and
Gilgit-Baltistan. According to media reports, more than 250 people have lost their lives in Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa and hundreds remain missing, while flash floods have swept away many settlements,
leaving thousands homeless — Inna Lillahi Wa Inna llayhi Raji’'un. In the area of Mohmand, an aid
helicopter also crashed due to bad weather and lightning. The province’s basic infrastructure has been
severely damaged, as if a minor Doomsday had struck. He added that repeated disasters in recent years
clearly prove that state institutions have failed to take timely protective measures and provide
immediate relief to the affected people. He stressed that at this critical moment, the Prime Minister,
the Chief Minister of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, parties in the ruling coalition, and the opposition leader in
the National Assembly should set aside personal grievances and focus on providing maximum relief to
the victims. He further appealed that private welfare organizations, religious parties, and the general
public must also actively participate in the relief operations. The Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami,
Shujauddin Shaikh, directed the rufaga (members) of Tanzeem-e-Islami to come forward and assist
their brothers generously in this hour of difficulty. He reminded that such calamities are sometimes
trials and at times serve as divine warnings for our sins; therefore, we must repent sincerely to Allah
(swr) at both the individual and collective levels, and beg forgiveness with humility. In conclusion, he
prayed that Allah (swT) grant forgiveness to the deceased, ease the hardships of the flood victims, and
make this trial a means for the people of Pakistan to correct their direction and revert to Allah (swr).
