Lahore (PR): This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, who said that
the country, particularly the northern regions, has witnessed widespread devastation and loss of
life due to torrential rains, cloudbursts, flash floods, and landslides — all ostensible causes that have
led to this calamity. Hundreds of people remain missing, thousands have been displaced, and crops,
homes, and livestock have been swept away. In reality, however, natural disasters are sometimes
punishments from Allah (swr7) for people’s sins so that some may taste the consequences of their
deeds, while at the same time they serve as warnings for others to repent and revert to Allah (swr)
at both individual and collective levels. Furthermore, since worldly life is a test, such calamities are
also a means of test, through which Allah (swT) examines whether people remain patient in the
most difficult circumstances or whether they merely blame ostensible causes without reforming
their lives from sin toward guidance. In either case, a true Muslim must remain steadfast with
patience, seek help from Allah (swr), repent for sins, and, as far as possible, extend assistance to
others in distress. He said that to remove the displeasure of Allah (swr), it is urgently necessary to
reflect at the collective level. The bitter truth is that the very country we achieved in the name of
Islam has not implemented Islam collectively; instead, it has become mired in an interest-based
economy, widespread immorality, and sectarian divisions. He emphasized that it is the religious duty
of the government and ruling elites to establish Pakistan as a true Islamic state based on collective
justice — the very purpose for which countless sacrifices were made during the Pakistan Movement.
Shujauddin Shaikh instructed the members of Tanzeem-e-Islami once again to actively assist flood
victims and their families in this difficult time. In conclusion, he prayed that Allah (swr) grant
forgiveness to those who lost their lives, grant patience to the bereaved families, complete and
speedy recovery to the injured, and that Allah (swr) make this test a means for the people of
Pakistan to correct their direction and revert to Him. Ameen!
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
