Lahore (PR): This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, who said that
although the history of blasphemy against the Holy Prophet (SAAW) and sacred symbols is very old —
beginning soon after the Holy Prophet (SAAW) established the dominance of Islam when non-Muslim
Orientalists in Arabia and Europe began launching malicious attacks on his noble personality and
Islamic sacred values —in modern times, Islam’s enemies have exploited social media to sow doubts
in immature Muslim minds about Islam, the Qur’an, and the Holy Prophet (sAAW). He said these
forces have devised ever-new methods of blasphemy to advance their satanic agenda, and it is the
shared responsibility of the Government of Pakistan, the higher judiciary, establishment and Ulema
to stop this menace.

Shujauddin Shaikh stated that although Western civilization has subdued the Muslim world
politically and economically, socially and culturally the Muslim heart still holds immense love and
devotion for the Qur’an and the Holy Prophet (sAAw). The passionate attachment and love for the
Holy Prophet (sAAW) is the real asset of Muslims, which Western civilization seeks to destroy through
every devilish tactic possible. He added that the Qadiani fitnah is also one of these tactics, and
atheism is being strengthened through Qadianism. He warned that until those blasphemers whose
guilt has been established against the Holy Prophet (SAAW) and sacred symbols are duly punished,
this mischief will only grow — and millions of Muslims will be stirred to revive the memory of Ghazi
IIm-ud-Din Shaheed and Mumtaz Qadri Shaheed. Therefore, instead of attempting to protect those
whose guilt has been legally established, their punishments must be carried out so that justice is
served and the sentiments of Pakistan’s 250 million Muslims are not trampled upon, and those guilty
of playing with their emotions meet their logical end.
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
