Khyber Pakhtunkhwa's Tirah and Bajaur atrocities are deeply condemnable.

Lahore (PR): This was stated by Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement. He
said that the killing of five innocent people and the injury of several others in Tirah under the pretext
of counterterrorism, as well as the similar bloodshed in Bajaur, is a clear violation of our religious
teachings and fundamental human rights. It is deeply regretful that once again, the country is being
soaked in blood. He warned that such actions are likely to cause widespread fear and hatred among
the public towards the state institutions and ruling authorities. He advised the leadership and power
brokers to sit with local representatives and tribal elders through traditional mechanisms like Jirgas
to seek peaceful solutions, instead of imposing force and violence. He stressed the need to end
military operations, Section 144, and curfews so that normal life in these areas is not disrupted. The
Ameer also pointed out that 21 operations have already been conducted in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa,
none of which have produced any positive outcome. Instead, they have led to further chaos, which
has been exploited by anti-state foreign elements. He emphasized that if the government and
establishment genuinely wish to bring peace, they must abandon methods that have already failed
and instead gain the trust and cooperation of local communities, ensuring the safety of every
innocent citizen. He concluded by saying that our downfall began the moment we abandoned Islamic
teachings and started following the path set by others. True repentance, both individually and
collectively, is the need of the hour, along with earnest efforts to implement the commands of Allah
in our lives.
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
