Lahore (PR): This was stated by Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, who said that while
conferences on the Seerah and gatherings of Naat in the month of Rabi’ al-Awwal are commendable —
and indeed praising Allah (swT) and sending salutations upon the Prophet (SAAW) are required and part
of worship —the reality is that Islam is not merely the name of rituals, but a complete code of life. Until
it is fully implemented, Muslims can neither achieve dignity in this world nor salvation in the Hereafter.
The Qur'an commands us to hold fast to what the Prophet (SAAW) gives us and refrain from what he
forbids, yet unfortunately today the conduct of most Muslim leaders and nations is in stark
contradiction to this command (except those upon whom Allah (swT) bestows His mercy). He stressed
that there can be no two opinions that the Prophet (SAAW) devoted 23 continuous years of struggle to
establish and enforce the Deen as commanded through revelation.

Shujauddin Shaikh reminded that in his Farewell Sermon, the Prophet (SAAW) testified that he had
conveyed the divine responsibility entrusted to him in the best manner, and declared that it is now the
duty of this Ummah to carry the message of Islam to every corner of the world. Therefore, Muslims
must fix their gaze upon the blessed Seerah and Uswah of the Prophet (SAAW), embrace his mission,
and reflect on what lifelong task he remained steadfast upon from the announcement of Prophethood
until his passing. He questioned why, despite expressing deep emotional love and devotion for the
Prophet (sAAW), Muslims today remain humiliated and powerless. The real reason, he said, is our failure
to fulfill the responsibility entrusted to us. As a result, not a single Muslim country stands ready to
defend the oppressed in Palestine, Kashmir, Myanmar, or elsewhere. He expressed certainty that if
Muslims, with sincerity and dedication, once again strive for the establishment and enforcement of
Islam, Allah (swr) will grant them success, enable them to defeat the enemies of Islam, restore their
leadership in the world, and grant them eternal salvation in the Hereafter. In sha Allah!
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
