Belief in the doctrine of Khatm-e-Nubuwwat and its protection
is the religious duty of every Muslim.

Lahore (PR): This was stated by Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in his special message
on the occasion of Youm-e-Tahaffuz Khatm-e-Nubuwwat. He said that 7 September 1974 holds a
special place in our national and religious history, as on this day, the National Assembly of Pakistan —
responding to the long-standing demand of the Muslims of Pakistan — unanimously declared Qadianis
to be a non-Muslim minority through a historic parliamentary decision. The Ameer emphasized that
the Government of Pakistan, state institutions, and the public must fully understand the difference
between Qadianis and other non-Muslims. Qadianis are followers of a false, self-proclaimed prophet,
and by claiming to be true Muslims they directly strike at the heart of the belief in Khatm-e-Nubuwwat.
He reminded that in 1974, the leaders of the Qadiani Rabwah and Lahori groups were given full
opportunity to present their beliefs and arguments before the Parliament to prove their claim of being
Muslims. However, after 13 days of rigorous cross-examination, they completely failed to establish
their case, leading to their being rightly declared non-Muslims. He further stated that scholars and
religious organizations played a pivotal role in enlightening the Parliament, institutions, and the masses
about the true nature of Qadianism. Recent examples include assisting the judiciary in correcting the
flawed decision of a two-member Supreme Court bench in the Mubarak Sani case, as well as guiding
the public on the satanic issue of blasphemy and desecration through obscene content on social media,
while simultaneously leading the legal struggle on this front. He added that Qadianis’ collusion with
Jews and Hindus and their anti-Pakistan agenda are no secret. He stressed that the Government must
devise an effective strategy to identify Qadianis and confine their activities within constitutional and
legal boundaries, and in case of any violation of law and constitution, strict action must be taken.
Otherwise, spontaneous reaction from the common Muslims may emerge — a reaction that would be
impossible to control. Concluding his message, the Ameer urged the people of Pakistan, leaders and
public alike, to always remain vigilant in defending the doctrine of Khatm-e-Nubuwwat and the honor
of the Holy Prophet (SAAW), now and in the future.
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
