The prospect of Pakistan’s and Afghanistan’s armed forces clashing with one another
is deeply alarming.
Both brotherly Muslim states should honor the ceasefire brokered by Saudi Arabia
and Qatar and restore a spirit of brotherhood.

Lahore (PR): This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement.
He said that it is the responsibility of both countries to show forbearance and restraint and to avoid
actions that could escalate tensions in the region. He urged that Pakistan should immediately recognize
the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan. He called on the Government of Pakistan and state institutions to
undertake joint, consultative operations with Afghanistan to eliminate terrorist groups, and asked that
the Afghan government cooperate fully in this regard. Under the Doha Agreement, no neighbouring
Muslim state should permit any group or formation to use its territory for terrorist activity. Senior
officials of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan should refrain from making anti-Pakistan statements, and
Pakistani leaders should avoid irresponsible remarks about Afghanistan. The reality is that the disputes
between the two countries can be resolved through dialogue, not by the use of force.

Shujauddin Shaikh reminded both nations of the divine injunctions that Muslims are brothers to one
another and that believers are compassionate among themselves while stern against wrongdoing;
therefore Afghanistan should strengthen ties with neighbouring Muslim countries rather than deepen
relations with Islamist-hostile India. He referred to the Prophetic traditions of Khorasan — from which
the armies destined to support Imam Mahdi and the return of Prophet ‘Is3 (Jesus) are foretold — noting
that this region, according to the narration, includes all of Afghanistan and Pakistan’s northern areas;
if, in the future, the countries of Khorasan turn on one another they will not only become an object of
ridicule but will give the enemy an opportunity to harm both states. He prayed that Allah (swrT) grant
both the Government of Pakistan and the Government of Afghanistan the ability to establish exemplary
relations based on Islamic brotherhood. Aameen!
