Lahore (PR): This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement.
He said that in response to the aggression of the United States and Israel against Iran, a brotherly
Muslim country has closed the Strait of Hormuz, which has caused a global crude oil crisis. In such
circumstances, various countries around the world are utilizing their existing oil reserves and
adopting austerity measures at the governmental level so that the burden of inflation does not fall
upon the public. However, despite having sufficient oil reserves for an entire month, the
Government of Pakistan has imposed a staggering increase in petroleum prices, further crushing the
already economically distressed public during the blessed month of Ramadan. The real question is:
by allowing petrol purchased at lower prices to be sold at significantly higher rates, who is being
benefited? He said that the Chief Minister of Punjab has purchased a private aircraft worth Rs. 11
billion for personal use. If this aircraft were sold, the money obtained could have been used to
address the crisis caused by the imbalance between the demand and supply of petrol, which would
have provided relief to the public. Furthermore, according to recent reports, one oil tanker has
already reached Pakistan’s coast carrying petroleum, while two more ships are expected to arrive
within the next few days. Therefore, the increase in petrol prices should be withdrawn immediately.
The reality, he said, is that during the past 78 years, feudal lords, capitalists, politicians, members of
the judiciary, bureaucrats, and other influential segments of society have amassed vast fortunes and
properties both within the country and abroad by exploiting the public. Nearly all indicators of the
national economy have deteriorated during the tenure of every successive government, and today
the situation has reached such a point that the national economy has sunk to the lowest depths.
Institutions responsible for accountability and regulatory oversight have failed to perform their
actual roles and have instead become the B-team of the elite, being used for political victimization
and for further worsening the lives of the public. It would not be incorrect to say that neither the
government nor state institutions demonstrate transparency in any of their actions. The Ameer of
Tanzeem-e-Islami said that the deteriorating state of the national economy and the crushing burden
of poverty and inflation on the public is so evident that no report is required to understand it. He
further stated that the fundamental economic problem of Pakistan is the interest-based debt, which
had exceeded Rs. 80 trillion by December 2025. The solution to Pakistan’s economic problems, he
said, is only one: the national economy must be restructured completely in accordance with the
principles of Islam. The reality is that true stability and prosperity in the country can only be achieved
by adopting Islam’s system of collective justice.
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
